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COVENANT KEYPERS DRESS CODE POLICY 
Covenant Keypers is a God-centered Christian ministry.  The goal of CK is to glorify God by teaching, obeying, and 
modeling His Word, even when doing so is anti-cultural.  CK ministry volunteers are asked to observe the dress code 
below for the purpose of best representing biblical manhood and/or womanhood. 

The following scriptures are some (not all) of many embraced by CK to govern behavior and dress: 
Pr 31:25  Gen 3:7    Php 1:20 
Pr 7:10   1 Cor 6:13; 19, 20  Rom 6:12 
1 Tim 2:9  1 Cor 9:27   Rom 8:13 

Women’s Apparel  
Dresses/tops/blouses/skirts/pants 

 No halter tops, spaghetti straps, strapless, or style that exposes bra straps 
 No clothing that exposes one’s waist, stomach, naval, or lower back area (whether standing, sitting, or bending) 
 No clothing that is gripping, tight-fitting or clingy; no clothing made of spandex 
 No see-through, fishnet, or other revealing styles/fabrics 
 No indented and/or recessed sleeveless apparel 
 No revealing breast (whether standing or bending does not reveal your split in your chest or any parts of your 

breast) 
 Wear slips and/or camisoles when appropriate 
 Dresses, skirts and skorts must be knee-length or below (no less than 1 to 1-1/2 inches above the knee) 
 Splits in dresses/skirts must be no less than to 1 to 1-1/2 inches above the knee (the split should not reveal 

what is underneath) 
 No shorts  
 Pants (knee-length or longer) must be waist appropriate 
 No skinny leg jeans, jeans with holes or “behind” emphasized jeans; no work-out wear 

Accessories/clothes with wording/hair 
 No excessive jewelry 
 No exposed tattoos (CK staff is happy to assist in this area) 
 No decorated/bejeweled body piercings (with the exception of a pair of earrings for pierced ears) 
 No extreme colored hair or extreme colored hair pieces 
 No unbiblical or distasteful language on clothing 
 No clothing with wording written across the butt 

Below the “behind” tops are strongly recommended when clothes are border-line “behind tight”.   
 
Men’s Apparel 

 No earrings or jewelry worn in other body piercings  
 No necklaces 
 No exposed tattoos (CK staff is happy to assist in this area) 
 No muscle shirts 
 Waist appropriate pants (no sagging) 
 No jeans or pants with holes 
 No unbiblical or distasteful language on clothing 
 No extreme long, platted, braided, knotted (locks), or colored hair 
 No un-kept, distracting afros 
 No ponytails 

 
We thank you for volunteering with CK and joining God in His work.  We ask that you respect and adhere to our 
dress code if you intend to work with CK.  Respectfully and discreetly, appropriate wear will be provided to you if 
at anytime dress attire is out of code.  We are our brother’s keeper and we are covenant keepers!
